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Students at Carolyn G. Bukhair Elementary in Dallas will celebrate Texas Recycles Day, November 
15, with the company that installed their school’s recycled glass Terrazzo floors.  EnviroGLAS® 
Products Inc. is coordinating the school’s recycling day events, including an assembly, recycling 
drive, letter writing effort, recycling pledge cards, and lessons that use recycling subject matter.   
 
Students will also learn about their school’s recycled glass floor and where the glass came from.  It 
was just two years ago that EnviroGLAS president Tim Whaley hit upon the idea of recycled glass 
Terrazzo, after reading a news story about a glut of recycled glass in the City of Plano.
